It 15 recommended that you allow
al foast 551/4 Inches wide and 44 Inches deep clenrance
around the Hide-Away Iraning Board [see Agure 1) The
Supreme and Colonial Series iraning boarcs will swivel 1o
either side 50 you will not need 10 be concemed about block-
ing @ wallway.

A. The Hide-Away Ironing boord is designed o be easlly installed
belween two normal 16* center studs. First determing the
desired helght of the lriening board from the floor., The mount-
g hole dimenslons In Figure 5 Indicate the standard helght
af 35" above the Noor. This cen be oblalned by culling the
the base of your wall apening 27+ above the Noar, You may
adjus! higher or lower aecording Lo your preference.

Attaching the hinges to the door

Models SPA150, COL200, SUPA0D and SUPA20

two ol the hinge mounting screws, secure the hinge to the
door. Follow the sama steps 1o attach the second hinge.

Models SPA15D, COL200, SUPA0D and SUP420

A. The door may be altathed to ellher side of the coblnel.
Determine which side you prefer and lay the cabinel down
on thot side (sce Figure 9).

B, Loy ihe doos beside the cabinel as stown in Figure 9
with both hinges fully opened, Shide tho door toward the
cabinel so thal the hinges exlend inside. Notice thal each
hinge has two small "slop guldes” {see Figure 9ao). The
slop guldes should rast against the front edge of the
cablnet ond slop the hinge from going further.

€. Mark the lecalion of the hinge's mounling hales on the
cabinet frame wilh a pencll, Using a 3/32" bil, diill pllat holes
1727 deep inlo the eabinel framte for 2och mounling hole,

Installing the cabinet in the wall.

A. With the ¢oor closed, place the cabinel in the wall
opening. Opan the door and secure |he cabinet 1o the
wall studs with the four 1-5/8° mounting screws (see
Figure 11).
